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ABSTRACT: 

 We are here reporting a case of an incidental finding of the thyroidea ima artery 

emerging from the brachiocephalic trunk with a typical inferior thyroid vessels on both sides 

emerging from the thyrocervical trunk. The thyroidea ima artery entered the thyroid gland 

near to anterior surface of right lobe of thyroid gland. It arose from the brachiocephalic artery 

proximal to its bifurcation.  
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
